Pochazel z rodiny hodinare. Po gymnasiu studoval
1825-29 na Polytechnickém institutu ve Vidni a poté v
oddéleni architektury videnské Akademie, kde 13.
srpna 1831 ziskal Vyroéni cenu. Od 1831 pracoval
jako ufednik stavebnich kancelari ve Vidni,
Innsbrucku, Brné a od 1838 v Praze. 1836-37 vytvoril
soubor kolorovanych ltografil Mahrens
ausgezeichnete Volkstrachten. Na podzim 1839
experimentoval s daguerrotypii a dle jeho vyjadreni
byli jehco pomocniky Ferdinand Hessler a
pfirodovédec Ludwig Redtenbacher. Od fijna 1841
otevfiel v Praze v na Konském trhu (€p.840/11) prvni
staly daguerrotypicky ateliér v Cechach. 1842 a 1844
vystavoval své daguerrotypie na vystavach
Krasoumné jednoty.

Po smrti manzelky se ozenil s ¢ 15 miadsi
sestrenici Zuzanou Beckertovou, opusti misto
statniho ufednika a cele se vénoval fotografi. 1854
tak zagal vydavat Photographisches Journal, zahajil
obchod fotografickymi potfebami a ateliér prestéhoval
na frekventované misto Na prikopé (Cp. 969). Do

Early years [edit]

Alfons Maria Mucha was born in the town of Ivanéice, Moravia (today's region of Czech Republic). His singing
abilities allowed him to continue his education through high school in the Moravian capital of Brno, even though
drawing had been his first love since childhood. He worked at decorative painting jobs in Moravia, mostly painting
theatrical scenery, then in 1879 moved to Vienna to work for a leading Viennese theatrical design company, while
informally furthering his artistic education. When a fire destroyed his employer's business in 1881 he returned to
Moravia, doing freelance decorative and portrait painting. Count Karl Khuen of Mikulov hired Mucha to decorate
HruSovany Emmahof Castle with murals, and was impressed enough that he agreed to sponsor Mucha's formal
training at the Munich Academy of Fine Arts.

Mucha moved to Paris in 1887, and continued his studies at Académie Julian and
Académee Colarossi while also producing magazine and advertising illustrations.
Around Christmas 1894, Mucha happened to drop into a print shop where there
was a sudden and unexpected demand for a new poster to advertise a play
starring Sarah Bernhardt, the most famous actress in Paris, at the Théatre de la
Renaissance. Mucha volunteered to produce a lithographed poster within two
weeks, and on 1 January 1895, the advertisement for Gismonda appeared on the
streets of the city. It was an overnight sensation and announced the new artistic
style and its creator to the citizens of Paris.|?/. However, there is strong evidence
that the design of the poster was plagiarized from a work of art by Paul Gauguin,
the famous painter.!®) Bernhardt was so satisfied with the success of that first
poster that she entered into a 6 years contract with Mucha.

Mucha produced a flurry of paintings, posters, advertisements, and book
ilustrations, as well as designs for jewellery, carpets, wallpaper, and theatre sets
in what was initially called the Mucha Style but became known as Art Nouveau.
Mucha's works frequently featured beautiful healthy young women in flowing
vaguely Neoclassical looking robes, often surrounded by lush flowers which
sometimes formed haloes behind the women's heads. In contrast with

contemporary poster makers he used paler pastel colors!®. The 1900 Universal
Exhibitbon in Pans diffused the "Mucha style" internationally. He decorated the

FrantiSek Drtikol (3 March 1883, Pfibram — 13 January 1961, Prague) was a Czech photographer of intemational renown. He is especially known for his characteristically epic photographs, often nudes and portraits.

Life and work [edit]

From 1807 to 1910 he had his own studio, until 1835 he operated an important portrait photostudio in Prague on the fourth floor of one of Prague's remarkable buildings, a Baroque comer house at 9 Vodi¢kova, now demolished. Drtikol
made many portraits of very important people and nudes which show development from pictorialism and symbolism to modem composite pictures of the nude body with geometric decorations and thrown shadows, where it is possible
to find a number of parallels with the avant-garde works of the period. There are reminiscent of Cubism and at the same time his nudes suggest the kind of movement that was characteristic of the futurism aesthetic. He began using
paper cut-outs in a period he called "photopurism". These photographs resembled silhouettes of the human form. Later he gave up photography and concentrated on painting. After the studio was sold Drtikol focused mainly on
painting, Buddhist religious and philosophical systems. In the final stage of his photographic work Drtikol created compositions of little carved figures, with elongated shapes, symbolically expressing various themes from Buddhism. In
the 1920s and 1930s, he received significant awards at intemational photo salons.

Od roku 1904 Karel Plicka zacal
fotografovat (sotva desetilety si vlastnoruéné vyrobil fotoaparat s formatem 6 x 9), v roce 1906

poridil prvni soubor snimku z dvoutydenni viastivédné cesty. Po studiu ucitelského ustavu v Hradci
Kralové (1909 — 1913) plsobil jako uéitel v Upici. V roce 1914 poprvé navstivil Slovensko. Valku

prozil vzhledem k hudebnimu nadani u vojenské hudby ve Vidni. Roku 1918 se stal ucitelem v

Novém Mésté nad Metuji, kde zalozil a Fidil komorni a recitaéni soubor Ceské filharmonie.

Od roku 1923 (do roku 1937) se vénoval sbéru lidovych pisni a dokumentaci lidové kultury ve
sluzbach Matice slovenskeé. V letech 1924 — 1928 studoval na univerzité v Bratislavé narodopis a
hudebni védy. Pavodni folkloristické a etnografické dokumenty prerostly v osobité doklady vysoké
estetické hodnoty ve sméru lyrické stylizace a poetizace obrazu. Cast snimk vysla jako
Pohladnice Narodopisného odboru Matice slov v navaznosti na starSi projekt Pavola Sochané.
Komplexnéjsi typ dokumentace predstavoval film, kterym se Plicka zabyval od jara 1926. Jeho
prvni filmové poetické dokumenty (Za slovenskym ludom - premiéra 1928, Po horach po dolach -
1930) ziskal domaci i mezinarodni ocenéni v Benatkach). Mistrovskym dilem se stal film Zem
spieva (premiéra 1933), béhem jehoz nataceni se pripravovala i fotograficka vyznani krasam
krajiny v kulturné historickém kontextu. Nékteré filmové a fotografické obrazy z knihy Slovensko
(1937) jsou tematicky totozne.

V letech 1937 — 1939 phsobil na filmovém oboru Skoly umeleckych remesiel v Bratislavé. Mezi lety
1939 — 1945 pracoval ve Statnim fotomérickém ustavu s naplni fotografické dokumentace Prahy. V
knize Praha ve fotografiich K.P. (1940) nachazi v nadéasovém monumentalizujicim pohledu
harmonii a krasu v architektonickych klenotech minulosti; publikace zaroven vyrazné posilovala
narodni povédomi v dobé okupace. | dva filmové dokumenty z let valky (Vécna pisen a Barokni
Praha) poukazuji na silici zajem o architekturu.
