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Agreement
for development and realization of the 
Joint program «Production systems management»
The present Agreement has been created within the Agreement of Collaboration between the Tomsk Polytechnic University (Tomsk, Russian Federation) and the Czech Technical University in Prague (Prague, Czech Republic) and has aimed at developing mutual cooperation in the area of higher education and increasing a number of fee-paying educational services. The Tomsk Polytechnic University (TPU hereafter) represented by the rector P.S. Chubik, acting on the basis of the TPU Statutes, and the Czech Technical University in Prague (CTU hereafter), represented by the rector Václav Havlíček, acting on the basis of the CTU Statutes, both henceforth called ‘Universities’, record their understanding.
1 General Regulations

1.1. The present Agreement regulates general rights and responsibilities of Universities in the development, approval and realization of the Double Degree Program, cooperation of the parties on the current issues, as well as terms and conditions of funding.

1.2. The Double Degree Program is developed by Universities with an objective to increase the quality of graduates’ training by means of integrating resources in accordance with educational standards of the Russian Federation and the Czech Republic and on the basis of the certified and accredited programs realized at the TPU and the CTU. Graduates of Universities who have successfully completed the Double Degree Program are awarded with the degrees of both universities.
1.3 The Double Degree Program is approved by Universities in accordance with standard regulations. Amendments to the program must be approved by Universities in accordance with standard regulations.

1.4 The Double Degree Program is implemented in accordance with the actual legislation of the Russian Federation and the Czech Republic, and also in accordance with the Statutes and other legitimate documents of both Universities.

2 The Double Degree Program

2.1. The Double Degree Program ‘Production systems management’ has been developed in accordance with the educational standards of the Russian Federation and the Czech Republic on the basis of the certified and accredited programs in Production systems management, realized at the TPU and the CTU respectively. The language of instruction at the TPU is English or Russian; the language of instruction at the CTU is Czech or English. Students of the TPU and CTU must prove their language proficiency in English by providing relevant certificates.
2.2. Following the comparative analysis of the curriculum and syllabus, both Universities have agreed to approve the principal equivalency of their content and outcomes related to the graduates’ competencies which are mentioned under article 2.1. of the programs. The Double Degree Program ‘Electrical Engineering’, approved by Universities in accordance with standard regulations is given in Annex 1, and takes the form of the integral part of the present Agreement.

2.3. For successful completion of the program a student must familiarize himself with its content and receive no less than 240 ECTS credits, including preparation and public presentation of the final qualification paper. To receive the degrees of both Universities, students must familiarize themselves with no less than 40% of the program (no less than 96 ECTS credits) in each of Universities.

2.4. Universities appoint research supervisors (coordinators) of the Double Degree Program who are responsible for the general coordination of the Double Degree Program in their Universities in accordance with the legitimate rules in each of Universities. The coordinator of the program on the part of the TPU is A.P. Surzhikov, Head of Department for Control over Physical Methods and Gauges, on the part of the CTU – J. Knápek, Head of the Department of Economics, Management and Humanities. 
3. Realization of the Double Degree Program

3.1. Matriculation to the Double Degree Program is made upon the results of the competitive selection and in accordance with the admission rules for international students at TPU and CTU. Students are admitted on the basis of recommendations from the CTU Faculty of Electrical Engineering and the TPU Institute of Nondestructive Control Institute.

3.2. The competition committee consists of the equal number of representatives from both Universities, including coordinators of the Double Degree Program. The competition committee is approved by the rector’s order in each of the Universities.
3.3. Universities guarantee to offer the educational services to the student of the Double Degree Program on the basis of the Tripartite Contract (Student – University 1 – University 2).

3.4. The learning process of the students accepted to the Double Degree Program is realized on the basis of the individual academic plans approved by both Universities. These plans are the integral part of the Tripartite Contract. To manage the learning process of the student, a coordinator from each of the Universities is appointed.
3.5. Universities have agreed to approve the general equivalency of the evaluation system for the outcomes of the academic program ad take responsibility to acknowledge the results of students’ evaluation on the completion of the courses/modules of the Double Degree Program. At the end of each semester Universities direct to the Partner University the results of the examination/final evaluation of the students enrolled on the Double Degree Program in the form of academic transcripts.
3.6 CTU students are recommended to have some command of spoken Russian or an intention to learn the Russian language during the course of study at TPU. TPU students are recommended to have some command of spoken Czech or an intention to learn the Czech language during the course of study at CTU.

3.7. Themes for final qualification papers are approved by coordinators of the Double Degree Program in each of the Universities. An individual student is provided with an appointed supervisor for the final qualification paper in each of the Universities.

3.8. Graduates of the Double Degree Program must defend their final qualification paper in each of the Universities, or alternatively a videoconference is used to manage the joint work of the evaluation commission in both Universities.

3.9. The process of study within the Double Degree Program is organized by the TPU Institute of Nondestructive Control (Director – V. A.Klimenon), and the CTU Department of Economics, Management and Humanities (Head of the Department – J. Knápek), respectively.
3.10. Cooperation between Universities on the issues of realization of the Double Degree Program, the exchange of documents and legitimate support on the part of the TPU is represented by the Centre for International Academic Programmes (Director – O.V. Boev), and the CTU Department of Economics, Management and Humanities (Head of the Department – J. Knápek), respectively.

3.11. Students can take the Double Degree Program on the basis of the budget funding in accordance with interstate agreements, as well as on the basis of the tuition fee paid by students themselves.
3.12. Universities provide assistance to the students of the Double Degree Program in the matters of registration in the local municipal authorities, medical insurance and accommodation in the University hall of residence.

3.13. Students must take sole responsibility for covering travel expenses, expenses related with accommodation, receipt of necessary documents and other expenses connected with doing the Double Degree Program. Funding terms and payment conditions are regulated by the Tripartite Contract.

4 Other Conditions

4.1. The Agreement comes into force as of the date of its signing by both parties and is effective until the official notification of its termination by either party, but no prior to the completion of all the signed contracts with students.
4.2. Amendments or additions to the present Agreement must take the form of written clauses, signed by both parties.
4.3. Each University takes the sole responsibility for the expenses related to the development and realization of the Double Degree Program.

4.4. The Agreement is compiled in 2 copies, both having legal validity.
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
